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ACADEMIC PROGRAMS  - Shenandoah Valley students are offered three (3) academic programs of study. These are:
· College Preparatory / Academic

· Applied / Business

· Vocational / Technical

ACCEPTABLE USE OF COMPUTERS - Because of the nature of the technology that allows the Internet to operate, the School District cannot completely block access to these resources.  Accessing these and similar types of resources may be considered an unacceptable use of school resources and will result in disciplinary actions as contained in the Board approved policy. Students are prohibited from possessing and using their personal computers on School District premises and property (including but not limited to, buses and other vehicles), at School District events, or through connection to the School District CIS systems. ANY exceptions to this must be approved in writing by the principal, vice-principal, or superintendent
ALTERNATIVE EDUCATION - The Alternative Education (AE) program, held between 3 – 7:30 pm each day school is in regular session, is not intended as a therapeutic intervention. Rather AE is for those students in grades 7 – 12 who have demonstrated aberrant behavior unacceptable with the District’s approved disciplinary policies and is the final step in the disciplinary continuum prior to a formal Board hearing.  The AE monitor will strictly supervise study conditions which engenders a positive learning environment by prohibiting students from sleeping, talking unless spoken to by the AE monitor, use of cell phone/Ipod, etc. Assignment to the program is for a minimum of  45 days but can be extended through Board action or by recommendation of the Program Director based on the student’s behavior while assigned to AE as and/or academic performance and/or attendance. Defiant behavior by students in AE can result in referral to higher level of intervention on the disciplinary continuum depending on the extent of the contempt exhibited (e.g., calling of police, referral to Magisterial Court, etc.). In all instances, this defiance will be considered as disregard for previous Board intervention thus resulting in a formal Board hearing to determine future action.
ATHLETIC ELIGIBILITY ACTIVITIES GUIDELINES - Pennsylvania  Interscholastic Athletic Association (P.I.A.A.)  Eligibility Rules (Attachment E-23 – E-26) and guidelines established by the Shenandoah Valley School District (SVSD) Board of Directors as recommended by administration are strictly enforced as follows:  
1. The high school principal is responsible to the P.I.A.A. for the SVSD extracurricular program.

2. Students who are failing 2 or more full credit courses or a total of 2.5 or more credits are not eligible to participate in any extracurricular activities.

3. Final course grades and credits rather than last 4th quarter grades shall be used to determine eligibility for the first grading period  of the next academic year 

4. Though successfully completed summer school courses may be used to determine eligibility, generally two (2) or more full-credit courses failed in one year renders the student ineligible for athletic competition for the first 15 school days of the first grading period of the successive school year.  

5. During the school year, incomplete course work will render a student ineligible for the first 15 school days of the next grading period except as required in the case of final grades. 
6. Academic eligibility is cumulative beginning each grading period and will be evaluated  throughout the year .  Recommendation of eligibility to the principal shall be made by the Athletic Director(s) based on a review of student grades each Friday school is in session.  In cases where a student’s cumulative academic record does not meet the Friday standard, the student shall be ineligible beginning the Sunday following the Friday review and continue through Saturday of that week or until the Friday eligibility standard is achieved. When the student’s cumulative grade is judged in the Friday evaluation to be satisfactory, eligibility becomes effective the Sunday immediately following the Friday review. Where a school is closed on a Friday for any reason, the principal is granted the discretion to determine whether the student (as of that day) meets the standards provided in this section.

7. Students participating in extracurricular activities are subject to written rules and regulations established by coaches and activity sponsors. 
8. The principal reserves the right to rule a student ineligible who is frequently ineligible under the rules stated above.

9. Students who have missed ten (10) or more (unexcused) days in a semester, or a total of eighteen (18) school days, become ineligible to participate in athletics or any extracurricular activity in the following semester.

10. Though the principal may grant exceptions to eligibility rules based on extenuating circumstances, any such anomaly must be reported in writing to the Superintendent.
11. A doctor’s excuse is required enabling a student who signs into school AFTER 9:00 a.m. the day of a game, practice, or event  to participate in that game or event.

12. Students who “sign out” for sickness the day of a game, practice, or event may not participate in that game, practice, or event.

13. A student assigned In School Suspension (ISS) or Out of School Suspension (OSS) must complete the term of the assignment during which time he/she is not permitted to participate in and/or attend at any game, practice, or related event until being reinstated by the Principal. (NOTE: If the ISS or OSS is completed on a Friday, the student may not participate  in and/or attend at any game, practice, or related event on that day.  However, reinstatement by the Principal will allow for participate the following day.)

14. A student given suspension (ISS or OSS) twice during a semester will be ineligible for the rest of that semester.  However, reinstatement by the Principal will allow for student eligibility to resume the next semester.

15. A student given suspension three times (ISS or OSS) will be ineligible for the rest of the school year.  However, reinstatement by the Principal will allow for student eligibility to resume the following school year.

16. A student participant in extracurricular activities suspended for substance abuse will be subject to the  provisions of the SVSD Drug policy.

17. Maximum Age Rule:  A student shall be ineligible for interscholastic athletic competition upon attaining the age of  19 with this exception:  If the age of 19 is attained on or after July 1, the student shall be eligible, age-wise, to compete through that school year.

18. Period of Participation:  A student shall not represent his/her school in interscholastic activities if he/she has:  (a) been in attendance more than eight (8) semesters beyond eighth grade, except in cases of long confining illness or injury which necessitates repeating a grade.  Then an  appeal for extra eligibility may be requested;  (b) played in four seasons beyond the eighth grade in one form of interscholastic  athletics, or (c) completed work of Grades 9, 10, 11, and 12, inclusive.

19. Act 93 prohibits the use of anabolic steroids, except for a valid medical purpose, by any student involved in school-related  athletics .
20. Exceptions to the foregoing shall be at the discretion of the Board of Education.
ATTENDANCE Being on time for appointments (e.g., start of school / class) is an inherent responsibility Shenandoah Valley School District must cultivate in students as a basis for success throughout their lives.  Any student entering school after the official starting time is considered TARDY.  Students must  report to the ISS classroom and remain there for the duration of the period.  (NOTE: Only calls made by the student’s parent/guardian prior to 8 am will be considered excused tardies. 
Throughout each school day, teachers have the responsibility of reporting tardies to class.  These will be treated as other Level I infractions resulting in detention and recording of the tardy as being unexcused.
When a student has accumulated three (3) unexcused tardies, the student will be assigned 2 after school detentions for each 3 unexcused tardies.  Unexcused tardies on days with delayed starts will count as two (2) unexcused tardies.  When a student has accrued eight (8) unexcused tardies, a citation will be filed with the District Magistrate.

An aggregate of eighteen (18) days of unexcused absence will result in the student and parent being notified in writing by the principal that class credit will not be awarded.  Furthermore, students accumulating eighteen (18) days of unexcused absence will be restricted from participation in any and all extracurricular activities for the remainder of the school year.

BUILDING USAGE

A. General Access to Building – When school is in regular session, students are not to be in any part of the high school prior to 7:30 am or after dismissal at 2:43 without being directly supervised by a Board approved District employee to include an advisor / coach. (NOTE: This includes the gym, auditorium, locker rooms, or weight room in addition to halls and classrooms!) 

B.  Regular School Hours  - During the time school is in regular session, students must adhere to the following: 
· Follow their assigned schedule of classes.
· Sign in / out the attendance sheet maintained by each teacher
· Must display hall pass at all times other than when classes are passing for all students
C.  Library – Due to limited space, library usage must be monitored.  Students desiring to come to the library during the school day must obtain a pass from the librarian in advance.

D.  Nursing Office – Students are not authorized to report directly to the nurse’s office.  Rather, students are directed to report  first to their scheduled class where the supervising teacher will issue a pass.  Failure of a student to follow this protocol will result in the student being subject to the “cut policy.”

E. Elementary School – NO secondary student is to be in the elementary school for ANY reason during the time schools is in regular session without an authorized hall pass.

BUS TRANSPORTATION - School bus transportation for students is a privilege provided for the safety and convenience of every student. Integral to this are the students who are expected to adhere to the following safety guidelines:
· Remain seated, facing forward, until the bus comes to a complete stop either at the school or at your bus stop.

· Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself, not in the aisle.
· Follow directions of the bus driver
· DO NOT carry weapons, water pistols, dangerous articles, or live animals on the bus.

· DO NOT consume food, drink, drugs, or be in possession of / use tobacco on the bus.

· DO NOT talk loudly and make unnecessary noises.

· DO NOT bring radios, cassettes, walkmans, or any audiovisual instruments on the bus.

· DO NOT use vulgar, profane, or argumentative talk.

· DO NOT open windows without permission – arms or other parts of the body are not to be placed outside of the windows.
· Drivers are authorized to “write-up” students on Bus Conduct Reports which are then sent to the Superintendent for action.  
Violations – 1) Ten day suspension, 2) Suspension for remainder of semester, 3) Suspension for remainder of the school year.

· Since transportation is a privilege and not an inherent right, students who violate bus rules may lose bus-riding privileges either temporarily or permanently.
The following safety guidelines apply to students at the bus stop waiting to board the bus:

· School rules also apply at bus stop
· Be at authorized school bus stop 10 minutes before designated time and wait ½  hour after designated time.

· Wait until the school bus comes to a complete stop before attempting to enter the school bus.

· The bus driver is not authorized and will not pick up students at places other than an approved bus stop.

· The bus driver is directed to transport only those students on the approved transportation roster.

· Students are not permitted to board any bus other than the one assigned without prior written permission from the Transportation Office
· Once bus stops are assigned by transportation secretary Ms. Patti Chesla, these stops will NOT be changed throughout the year unless extenuating circumstances can be proven
CAFETERIA - Breakfast and lunch are available when school is in session.  In the case of a delayed start, there will be no breakfast served on that day.

· All students purchasing foods in the cafeteria will be required to input their PIN number into the system regardless of their meal status  (paid, free or reduced), or whether they have money on account or are paying cash.

· A maximum of three (3) days meal credit will be permitted.  The student will receive a verbal warning after the first day’s charge, a written statement the second time, and a letter will be mailed to the parents after the third occurrence notifying them that payment is past due.

· Until the credit issue is resolved students will receive a cold-bagged lunch.

· No snacks may be purchased if a meal balance remains.

· At the end of the year parents may request that any remaining funds in the student’s account be refunded or  rolled over to the following school year.

CELL PHONES - Students are strongly discouraged from bringing cell phones (CP) to school. However, if a student CP is confiscated during the school day, the student must request it from the principal at the end of the school day and a detention will be assigned.  A second confiscation will result in the student being assigned one (1) detention along with the CP being held until a conference is held by the parent/guardian. Third confiscation will result in the student being assigned one (1) suspension along with the CP being held until a conference is held by the parent/guardian.
CLASS RANK - The Shenandoah Valley School District guidance department shall compute student class rank following completion of grade 11.  The rank in class will be determined by the highest grade point average:

The grade is the numerical equivalent grade.  The weighing is determined by the number of weeks a course is in session i.e., full year = 1, semester = .5, and quarter = .25 .  Students in honors courses, A.P. courses, and Calculus, Spanish IV, Trigonometry, Physics, and Analytical Geometry will receive bonus points* to be used in calculating the grade point average. Students receive credit for regular course work only.  Pass/fail courses apply to graduation requirements but are not used to determine grade point average.

CLASS SPEAKER - Selection of the class speaker is based on the student earning the third (3rd) highest grade point average (GPA) after taking and completing a minimum of 12 credits earned at Shenandoah Valley. The following formula is used to calculate GPA:

Also noted, students receive credit for regular course work only.  Pass/fail courses apply to graduation requirements but are not used to determine grade point average.

CLOSING SCHOOL ANNOUNCEMENT - Dr. Rakowsky will typically announce the decision to close school by 5:30 am via the ConnectED phone system. For ConnectED to be effective, students must register the phone numbers of persons they want notified.  If these numbers change, students have the responsibility of alerting his/her advisory period teacher who, in turn, will notify the office. In addition to ConnectED phone calls, announcements will also be made on regional radio and television stations.
COMMUNITY SERVICE PROJECT - All Shenandoah Valley School District (SVSD) students are required to participate in a Community Service program prior to graduating.  Each SVSD student will be awarded .25 credit towards graduation for a minimum of 32  hours of community service over a 4 year period.  This credit will be placed with the Social Studies requirement of each student.
ConnectED - Announcements affecting all students will generally be made by Dr. Rakowsky via the ConnectED phone system.  For ConnectED system to be effective, students must register the phone numbers of persons they want notified.  If these numbers change, students have the responsibility of alerting his/her advisory period teacher who, in turn, will notify the office.
DELAYED SCHOOL START ANNOUNCEMENT - Dr. Rakowsky will typically announce the decision to delay school by 5:30 am via the ConnectED phone system. For ConnectED system to be effective, students must register the phone numbers of persons they want notified.  If these numbers change, students have the responsibility of alerting his/her advisory period teacher who, in turn, will notify the office. In addition to ConnectED phone calls, announcements will also be made on local and regional radio and television stations
DETENTION - Detention, held between 3 – 5 pm each day school is in regular session, is designed as a lower level intervention on the disciplinary continuum. Students assigned to detention have generally not complied with approved school rules & regulations resulting in Level I action. During the detention period, students are expected to spend the time completing academic assignments/projects. The detention monitor will strictly supervise study/quiet conditions by prohibiting students from sleeping, talking unless spoken to by the detention monitor, use of cell phone/Ipod, etc. Defiant behavior will result in assignment to higher level of intervention on the disciplinary continuum (e.g., In-School Suspension, Out-of-School Suspension, Board formal hearing, etc.).

DRESS CODE - The Shenandoah Valley School District (SVSD) student dress code (SDC) is intended to insure the health and safety of students while at the same time eliminating preventable distractions to the learning process.  Though the complete SDC can be found in the SVSD Policy Manual, the acceptable SDC for students for students during instructional time must be limited to a combination of the following options.
1. Shirts will be collared long or short sleeve golf/polo shirt, a button-down dress shirt, or a turtleneck/mock turtleneck, with or without school logo.

2. All button-down shirts must be buttoned to the base of the neck.

3. A sweatshirt, fleece, vest, or sweater without hoods or pockets worn over the approved shirt is permissible with or without the school logo.

4. All shirts, sweaters, vests or sweatshirts will be solid colored, in white or shades of blue only.

5. Vests, sweaters or blazers can be worn over the approved shirt, with or without the school logo.

6. The only approved logo to be worn on any article of clothing is the Blue Devil with Shenandoah Valley (SV) insignia including SV sponsored activity (Example: SV baseball, SV band, SV student council, SV elementary, & jersies for football players day of game.)

7. Dress or casual slacks will be solid navy, black, brown, or khaki.

8. Students will be permitted to wear short, capris, skirts and jumpers that are knee-length or longer in solid navy, black, brown, or khaki.

9. Dresses are permitted that meet the dress code policy guidelines for tops, including solid colors, collars, sleeves, buttons, logos, sizing, etc.

10. Dresses must be knee-length or longer.

11. Shoes, sneakers, or boots in predominantly white, blue, black or brown or shades of these colors are permitted. The heels and toes must be covered at all times. 
12. Physical education attire for grades pre-kindergarten – 12 is limited to sweatpants, regular/mesh shorts/ athletic pants, and appropriate sleeved T-shirts with or without SV logo.

13. Students may carry purses no larger than 5” x 7” during the school day
Though not intended to be all-inclusive, the following clothing constitutes a guide to attire which causes interference with the learning process and/or compromises the health and safety of students and as such is unacceptable garb:

1. Tank tops, see-through shirts, sleeveless tops, shells, mesh tops, bare midriffs, sweatshirts/fleece with hoods or pockets or any other garments that expose the upper torso.

2. Any type of garment of clothing accessory worn underneath will not be visible through the shirt including camisoles.

3. Shirts which do not cover the shoulders or shirts more than one (1) size larger than needed  and/or  are not tucked-in to the waist-band.

4. Any garments worn so as to expose underwear.

5. Cargo or excessively baggy or excessively tight style pants/shorts.

6. Pants which drag on the floor.

7. Denim or jeans of any color and pajamas or flannel pants.

8. Flip-flops, shoes with wheels, bedroom slippers, and shoes with heels in excess of two (2) inches.

9. Hats, handkerchiefs, bandanas, headbands across the foreheads, arm band, chains, pins, safety pins, or sunglasses.

10. Outerwear, including vests and coats, or gloves with or without fingers.

11. Offensive tattoos that are not covered.

12. Accessories/jewelry worn in piercings in ANYWHERE but in the ears.
Periodic Blue Devil “spirit” days can be authorized by the building principals throughout the year,.

1. On these days, though students are permitted to wear  any SV short or long-sleeve t-shirt or Bue Devil team uniform shirt (with the caveat being that an undershirt must be worn if the uniform shirt is sleeveless), the pants must conform with the school standard dress pans criteria of being solid navy, black, brown, or khaki.

2. The discretion of the principal is also final in designating specific “spirit” days throughout the year (e.g. Homecoming Week) that permit students to wear other types of clothing in variance with the approved dress code.

Principals have the right to make short-term, specific exceptions to the standard drug testing policy for unique situations to include but not limited to:

1. Pregnancies

2. Physical impairments (e.g., broken arms/legs)

Progressive disciplinary procedures will be enforced for those Shenandoah Valley School District (SVSD) students who cause interference with the learning process and/or compromises the health and safety of students by choosing to disregard the dress code guidelines:

1. FIRST OFFENSE – report to In-School Suspension (ISS) the day of the infraction or until appropriate attire is brought from home with one after school detention assigned (Level 1)

2. SECOND OFFENSE – report to ISS the day of the infraction or until appropriate  attire is brought from home with one additional day of ISS assigned for insubordinate behavior (Level II)

3. THIRD OFFENSE – report to ISS the day of the infraction to be following by three (3) days Out-of-School Suspension (OSS) 
DRUG TESTING
· MANDATORY TESTING – The Shenandoah Valley School District (SVSD) random student drug testing (RSDT) policy is intended to ensure the health and safety of students by creating a safe, drug-free environment for all students participating in extra-curricular/co-curricular activities (ECCCA).  Requirements of that policy are as follows:

1. No student enrolled in grades 6-12 shall be permitted to participate in ECCCA unless the student and the student’s parent/guardian signs a consent to mandatory Testing and Authorize for Release of Information (TARI) form enabling the random drug testing of their child.

2. Once submitted, the TARI shall remain in effect until the Superintendent acknowledges receipt of a signed withdrawal request from the parent/guardian to remove his/her child from the SDT program.

3. Any student wishing to participate in ECCCA during the current academic year, must submit to the random testing by October 1st of that year.

4. Any student who transfers into SVSD after October 1st and who wants to participate in ECCA will have one (1) week from enrollment date to submit to RSDT.

· VOLUNTARY TESTING – The Shenandoah Valley School District (SVSD) random student drug testing (RSDT) policy is intended to insure the health and safety of students by creating a safe, drug-free environment.  Parents/guardians of students not participating in ECCA can enroll their student(s) in the RSDT by complying with the following voluntary testing requirements of that policy.

1. The parent/guardian must sign Consent to Voluntary Testing and Authorization for Release of Information (CVTAR) form authorizing the drug testing of his/her child.

2. When the superintendent acknowledges receipt of the CVTAR, the student’s name be included in the list of students eligible for random selection.

3. ONCE SUBMITTED, the CVTAR shall remain in effect until the Superintendent acknowledges receipt of a signed withdrawal request from the parent/guardian to remove his/her child from the SDT program.

· TESTING PROCESS – All random student drug testing (RSDT) of urine samples will occur without additional student or parent/guardian notification.  This RSDT will be conducted throughout the school year without regard to whether students are or are not participating in an ECCCA,

1. If an eligible student refuses to submit a urine sample for testing, alters or attempts to alter the integrity of the urine same during the collection process, or fails to supply an adequate sample when requested, such actions will result in the student being deemed in violation of this policy.

2. Donor challenges to policy violations will be at the expense of the student.

3. Consequences for an apparent policy violation shall not apply until the results of the donor challenge test are available.

4. Negative findings to donor challenges will result in reimbursement to the donor with no further action being taken.
· CONSEQUENCES OF POLICY VIOLATIONS – Students in grades 6-12 participating in ECCA sponsored by SVSD who violate the special responsibility to themselves, their family, SVSD, etc., are subject to the following sanctions:

1. FIRST VIOLATION – Referral to Student Assistance Program (SAP) and suspension from ECCA for forth-five (45) days from the receipt of confirmation of the positive test or until the school has received notification of positive completion of the recommendation of the SAP team.  During the suspension, the student/athlete (SA) may not participate in any game competition, practice, or in any way associate with the team/organization.  Furthermore, the SA is ordered to return uniforms and/or equipment belonging to SVSD to the respective coach/advisor who in turn is directed to report receipt of same in writing to Athletic Director(s).

2. SECOND VIOLATION – Referral to Student Assistance Program (SAP) and suspension from ECCA for one (1) full calendar year.
3. THIRD VIOLATION – Referral to Student Assistance Program (SAP) and suspension from ECCA for the remainder of the student’s enrollment as a SVSD student..

ELEVATOR - Disabled and temporarily disabled students must apply to the principal’s office for an elevator key. As part of the key processing procedure, the student must submit a doctor’s note recommending same. If the request is approved by the principal, the student will be assigned a numbered key with a record kept by Secondary/Student Affairs Clerk (SSAC).  Students not returning the elevator key to the SSAC at the end of the approved period or who lose the key during the authorized period will be assessed a fee of $5 for a replacement. Lastly, the key authorizes only the student named to use the elevator.  Exceptions must be approved by the principal. 
EMERGENCY SCHOOL EVACATION - When the emergency school evacuation alert is sounded, students are to remain with and take direction from the teacher most recently in charge of them.  Also, during emergency school evacuation situations, Stadium Road will be closed to all traffic except emergency vehicles. If the situation requires students to be transported, this will be done on District buses.  Therefore, parents and other authorized persons who are coming to the school with the intent of picking up their student(s), are strongly discouraged from doing so. Public announcements on the situation will typically come from Dr. Rakowsky via the ConnectED phone system.
EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITES CODE OF CONDUCT POLICY - Participating in extracurricular activities (ECA) and representing Shenandoah Valley School district (SVSD) is a privilege for the district’s students.  It is not a property right! Consistent with its rationale, the Student Code of Conduct Policy (SCCP) established certain behavioral, attendance, and academic eligibility standards.  These standards are in effect 12 months a year, 7 days a week, 24 hours a day, both during in and out of season, and both on and off school grounds.  Policy enforcement begins when the student signs the Code of Conduct Form (CCF) prior to his/her first practice/rehearsal and continues until the student graduates from SVSD.  (NOTE: Students not signing the CCF will be prohibited from practicing until the form is signed and returned.) 
EXTRA-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES GUIDELINES - Pennsylvania Interscholastic Athletic Association (P.I.A.A.) Eligibility rules and guidelines established by the Shenandoah Valley School District (SVSD) Board of Directors as recommended by administration are strictly enforced as follows:
1. The high school principal is responsible to the P.I.A.A. for the SVSD extracurricular program.

2. Students who are failing 2 or more full credit courses or a total of 2.5 or more credits are not eligible to participate in any extracurricular activities.

3. At the end of the school year, the student’s final grades and credits in his/her subjects rather than his/her grades in their last grading period shall be used to determine his/her eligibility for the next grading period.

4. This means that a student who has failed 2 or more full credit courses as of June report card the athlete is ineligible for the first 15 school days of the first grading period.  Grades will be monitored on a weekly basis.

5. Summer school courses may be used to determine eligibility.

6. During the school year, a student will become ineligible if work in any preceding grading period is deficient and will remain ineligible for the first 15 school days of the next grading period except as required in the case of final grades. (See #2 above)

7. Eligibility shall be cumulative from the beginning of a grading period, shall be reported on a weekly basis, and shall be filed in the Athletic Director’s office.  In cases where a student’s cumulative work from the beginning of the grading period does not (as of any Friday) meet the standards provided for in this section, the student shall be ineligible from the immediately following Sunday through and including the Saturday immediately following the next Friday or until the time the student’s cumulative work from the beginning of the grading period meets the standards provided for in this section.  (NOTE: When school is closed on a Friday for any reason, the principal may, at his election, determine whether the student as of that day meets the standards provided in this extension.)
8. Coaches and activity supervisors are required to provide students a written set of their own rules and regulations that a student must follow in order to remain on that particular team or activity roster.

9. Students, who have missed ten (10) or more (unexcused) days in a semester, or a total of eighteen (18) school days, become ineligible to participate in athletics or any extracurricular activity in the following semester.

10. The principal may make exception to eligibility rules in cases of long-term illnesses or other unusual circumstances.

11. Without a doctor’s excuse a student who signs into school AFTER 9:00 a.m. the day of a game, practice, or event may not participate in that game or event.

12. Students who “sign out” for sickness the day of a game, practice, or event may not participate in that game, practice, or event.

13. Without a written doctor’s excuse a student, who is absent from school the day of a fame, practice, or event may not participate in that game, practice, or event.

14. On the day(s) of serving ISS or OSS a student may not participate or attend in any game, practice, or related event during the suspension and until the student is reinstated.  Students are reinstated the day after they serve the ISS or OSS.  Therefore, a student on OSS that includes a Friday may participate in weekend games or practices because they are reinstated the following day.

15. A student given suspension (ISS or OSS) twice during a semester will be ineligible for the rest of that semester.  The student will be eligible for the next semester.

16. A student given suspension three times (ISS or OSS) will be ineligible for the rest of the school year.  Eligibility with be renewed for the next school year.

17. Maximum Age Rule:  A student shall be ineligible for interscholastic athletic competition upon attaining the age of 19 with this exception:  If the age of 19 is attained on or after July 1, the student shall be eligible, age-wise, to compete through that school year.

18. Period of Participation:  A student shall not represent his/her school in interscholastic activities if he/she has: (a) been in attendance more than eight (8) semesters beyond the eighth grade, except in cases of long confining illness or injury which necessitates repeating a grade.  Then an appeal for extra eligibility may be required; (b) played in four seasons beyond the eighth grade in any one form of interscholastic athletics, or (c) completed work of Grades 9, 10, 11, and 12 inclusive.

19. Act 93 prohibits the use of anabolic steroids, except for a valid medical purpose, by any student involved in school related athletics.

20. Exceptions to the foregoing shall be guided by Board Policy.

GRADING SYSTEM - The grading system consists of 45 day marking periods.  Semester grades for students will be calculated by averaging the quarterly grades.  The final grades for a course will be the average of the semester grades.  For one semester courses the semester average will constitute the final grade.  Reports of student progress are issued every nine (9) weeks.  Parents are asked to review the progress reports and to consult with the guidance department if they wish to schedule a conference with a teacher.
GRADUATION PROJECT  - All students graduating from Shenandoah Valley Senior High School are required to initiate and complete a graduation project (GP).  This undertaking is alternately referred to as the “senior” project. In addition, this GP must meet the standards and provisions established by the Pennsylvania State Board of Education and the Shenandoah Valley School District Board of Directors. Though students will be assigned a teacher/advisor prior to the end of the first semester of the student’s freshman year to guide each of them through the process, it must be emphasized that the graduation project is a personal obligation of the student and not the responsibility of the advisor.
GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS - A criterion for graduation eligibility requires each student to satisfactorily complete a total of 22.5 prescribed credits as established by the Shenandoah Valley School District Board of Education and the .  the Pennsylvania Department of Education.  Completion of the mandated course requirements (including the community service component) satisfy only the regulation that a student has earned the right to be awarded a diploma. Satisfactory compliance with other criteria (e.g., deportment, debts owed, etc.) impact directly on whether the student is eligible to participate in all phases of the commencement ceremonies (e.g., class night, marching with class, etc.) Lastly, in order to graduate from SVSD a student may not have more than one (1) unsatisfactory rate in Academic Strategies for grades 9-12.  A student may make up any unsatisfactory during the summer for the specific grade level or prior to graduation.
HEALTH SERVICES - Unless an emergency situation exists, students are not authorized to come directly to the nurse.  Rather, students MUST be issued a pass to the nursing office from the teacher whose class the student will be missing. When the nurse is not available, these students are to report to the high school office.  If it is necessary for a student to take medication during school hours, the medication must be registered in the nursing office as soon as the student arrives at school.  A medication notification form from the parent or doctor should accompany the medication indicating the time and dosage to be given to the student by the school nurse.
HONOR ROLL - Honor roll is calculated quarterly.  This calculation is based on actual grades assigned with no regard to weighted classes. Grades from weighted classes are used in calculating final Grade Point Average and class rank on
IN SCHOOL SUSPENSION (ISS) - In School Suspension (ISS), held between 8 am and 2:42 pm each day school is in regular session, is designed as a mid-level intervention on the disciplinary continuum. Students assigned to ISS have generally not complied with approved school rules & regulations. During the ISS assignment, students are expected to spend the time completing academic assignments/projects. If a student is absent on the day of a scheduled ISS the ISS will be automatically re-scheduled for the next school day.  
Thirty (30) minutes will be allotted for lunch.  At the end of the 30 minutes all food and beverages will be removed from desks. 
The detention monitor will strictly supervise study conditions which engenders a positive learning environment by prohibiting students from sleeping, talking unless spoken to by the ISS monitor, use of cell phone/Ipod, etc. Defiant behavior will result in assignment to higher level of intervention on the disciplinary continuum (e.g.,  Out-of-School Suspension, Board formal hearing, etc.). Students assigned ISS are excluded from ALL extra- curricular activities and assemblies until the suspension time is successfully completed.
INSURANCE – Shenandoah Valley School District (SVSD/District) is not liable for student injuries occurring during the regular school day. Because of this, all students are encouraged to take low cost group insurance that provides protection in the event of an accent in school, going to and from school, or as a part of any scheduled school activity. The District does, however, provide insurance for students participating in PIAA sponsored activities to include band, band front, etc, along with cheerleaders. 
LIBRARY - The library is open from 8:00 a.m. until 3:30 .m. each day.  During the school day, students are not authorized to come directly to the library.  Rather, students MUST be issued a pass to the library from the teacher whose class the student will be missing or else be accompanied to the library by a teacher. 
A monetary fine is imposed for all overdue books and magazines.  Also, students will be charged replacement costs for irreparably damaged or lost materials.  Report cards are withheld at the end of each marking period for students with library obligations and seniors owing obligations to the library will not  be issued his / her diploma until these obligations have been satisfied.

LOCKERS - Though students are assigned lockers for personal use, these lockers remain school property. As such the privacy of student school lockers is limited given the right of administration to randomly inspect these lockers for health and safety concerns without prior notice to the student.
PROMOTION CRITERIA - Promotion to the successive grades shall occur at the end of each school year based on established criteria.  Also, no student will be required to repeat a course that has been passed nor may a student  repeat a course for credit or to get a better grade.
SALUTATORIAN - Selection of the class salutatorian is based on the student earning the second highest grade point average (GPA) after taking and completing a minimum of 12 credits earned at Shenandoah Valley. The following formula is used to calculate GPA:

SCHOOL CLOSING ANNOUNCEMENT - Dr. Rakowsky will typically announce the decision to close school by 5:30 am via the ConnectED phone system. For ConnectED system to be effective, students must register the phone numbers of persons they want notified.  If these numbers change, students have the responsibility of alerting his/her advisory period teacher who, in turn, will notify the office. In addition to ConnectED phone calls, announcements will also be made on local and regional radio and television stations
STUDENT VEHICLES - Bus transportation is provided for all students.  However, if students choose personal transportation, the following protocol must be followed: 
· parking on school property is restricted to the “Marina” lot between Coal Street and Stadium Road 

· parking on Stadium Road or the lot adjacent to Veterans Memorial Stadium is not permitted.

· All student vehicles parked on school property are subject to search for controlled substances, alcohol, firearms or weapons if reasonable suspicion of use or possession of such items exists.

· Any student determined to be violating any traffic signs/ laws on school grounds will be subject to appropriate disciplinary sanctions 

TUTORING SERVICES - Tutoring services from National Honor Society (NHS) member students are available to all students who require educational assistance to compete in school.  Contact NHS advisor Mrs. Barbara Boyer for assistance. 
VALEDICTORIAN - Selection of the class valedictorian is based on the student earning the highest grade point average (GPA) after taking and completing a minimum of 12 credits earned at Shenandoah Valley. The following formula is used to calculate GPA:
